"I want to share part of the textbook on the screen.”

"I want to share texts and photos from a famous research paper in my lecture slides.”

These are common thoughts when preparing online classes, but is it okay to send someone else's
work over the Internet without permission?

In the past, such use required authorization, but the “Compensation System for Public
Transmission for Educational Purposes” (administered by SARTRAS), which was launched in April
2020 based on Article 35 of the amended Copyright Act, allows public transmission for a fee and
without authorization. Our university joined this system in 2020.

Please understand the scope of the system and use copyrighted works properly.

FAQ O.,.. What if this is the case?

Q. Can | introduce foreign newspaper articles in my lecture screen?

A.Yes. The compensation system for public transmissions for
classroom purposes covers both domestic and foreign
copyrighted works.

Q. Is it okay to use copyrighted works when making lecture videos accessible
to the public on YouTube?

A.If you are using a video site such as YouTube, please set the
privacy of the video to "Unlisted" or "Private."
If you want to make the video available to the public, you
need to obtain copyright owners' permissions.

Q. Does the system apply to online databases and electronic journals?

A.When using online databases, e-journals, e-books, etc.
contracted by the university for class use, the content of the
contract with the provider takes precedence over the
Copyright Act. Please note that you need to check the
individual license agreement.
